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Push for Michigan Supreme Court Campaign Laws Underway!	

There's room for improvement in Michigan Supreme Court 
campaign laws, and legislators are taking notice!	

That's the message that a busload of road-weary but happy citizens 
from the Grand Traverse area took away from meetings    
McManus and Jason Allen in Lansing on February 19, 2008. The citizens delivered 
petitions with nearly 1,200 signatures to these senators, asking for legislation that 
would provide a system of voluntary public financing of court campaigns and that 
would require disclosure of contributors to all campaign advertising, including issue 
ads. Taxpayer-financed election campaigns would give Supreme Court candidates 
a viable alternative to raising financial support from interest groups and attorneys 
who later appear as litigants or counsel before the Court, and would help to restore 
that trust and confidence.	

"We were pleased to have the opportunity to express our concerns to the 
Senators," said Anne Magoun, chairman of the locally formed Michigan Independent 
Supreme Court Campaign and LWVMI past president. "Both senators understand 
what we're talking about; I think they appreciate the fact that this is a broad-based, 
nonpartisan, grassroots effort. We expect to stay in contact with them on these 
important issues as the word spreads around the state." The group also encouraged 
Sen. McManus, who chairs the Senate Campaign and Election Oversight Committee, 
to hold public hearings on the reforms. They concluded their day in Lansing at a 
news conference with Michigan Campaign Finance Network, the League of Women 
Voters of Michigan (LWV-MI) and Sen. Deborah Cherry, who has introduced Senate 
Bill 128, a bill to provide public funding for Supreme Court campaigns.	

Magoun adds, "There are bills in committee that provide a good starting point 
on public funding. I hope the legislature can come together on this for the people 
of Michigan." 	

The group is still collecting names, and petitions are available online at 
http://www.miscc.org . "In order to have an impact, we need to be sure legislators 
hear from constituents around the state," said Magoun. [Note - people all over the 
state are beginning to "sign" the online petition; please help spread the word!!]

Looking at a Jail Industries Program for Grand Traverse County

	GT County Sheriff Scott Fewins invited a group of mostly 
law-enforcement professionals to a meeting in December 
to learn about jail industry programs from Rod Miller, 
founder of Community Resource Services which offers a 
variety of jail-related consulting services. Many of the 
attendees at the meeting had been members of the

GT County Jail Blue Ribbon Committee that was active in 2004-2005. 
League member Mary Grover served on the Blue Ribbon Committee and 
was thus invited to the jail industries meeting.	

Mr. Miller explained that at present there were 160 inmates in the    
GT County jail; 20 were working, leaving 140 idle. County Commissioner 
Larry Inman said, ÒThe public says weÕve got to do something more and 
better than leave inmates idle.Ó
The question Mr. Miller posed to the group was whether it would be 
beneficial to the community and to those jailed to have a formal jail 
labor program. 

Some of the benefits noted by the participants would be:

	¥	 Development of good work habits	
¥	 Working and earning money could be a form of restitution: paying 		

back, paying their debt	
¥	 Inmates can perform valuable services, often to the jail 				

system itself	
¥	 Inmates could contribute their earnings to their families	
¥	 Gain job skills for outside, e.g. earning a Òsafe serve certificateÓ 		

from performing kitchen work	
¥	 Work-release whereby inmates work outside and return to the 			

jail in the evening, is effective 	
¥	 Work-release reduces incarceration staffing needs during the day 		

when inmates work off-site
However, many unanswered questions remain, such as: 	

¥	 Where would the work take place? Off-site and/or on-site?	
¥	 How would inmates be selected for a work program?	
¥	 Who would supervise it? 	
¥	 How to design the program so that it wouldnÕt be Òslave laborÓ?	
¥	 What kind of work could inmates do that wouldnÕt be unfair 			

competition with the private sector?	
¥	 Would a jail industries program be limited to GT County jail 			

inmates, or could it be expanded to include inmates in Antrim 			
and Leelanau County jails also?	

¥	 How to educate the public about the benefits of jail industries?	

According to GT County Undersheriff Nate Alger, no Ònext-stepsÓ 
have been identified and no follow-up meeting has been scheduled. 
Consultant Rod MillerÕs advice is to go slow and be thorough.
